· more than 50% of the cost of a van (these applications must also include verification from LIFT that they can not meet the expressed transportation need) 

IMPORTANT NOTES:
· Grants are made to organizations recognized as tax-exempt under Section 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

· Applications for office equipment should include a review of the relative merits of leasing vs. purchasing.

· Applications for any scholarship funds The Corry Community Foundation may administer are available from the high school guidance office only.

· Applicants should be aware The Foundation consults with other funders and community leaders when considering grant applications.
