Instructions

Application Deadlines:

March 1st and September 1st 
 

Please submit only one grant application per period. Grant awards will expire no later than one year after approval date if any required conditions are unmet, unless other arrangements have been made.

Applicants may be asked to make a brief presentation at a Foundation board meeting.

Required Information:  

Applications MUST have the items listed below. Please collate, but do not staple any part of your grant application, a paperclip will suffice. 

1. Twenty copies of the Standard Grant Application
2. Twenty copies of a Grant Proposal (suggested format below)
3. Twenty copies of a project budget  

4. Twenty copies of your current Board of Directors roster 

5. Twenty copies of your current bank statements
6. One copy of your IRS determination letter and one copy of audit or financial annual report. 

Suggested Grant Proposal Format:  

There is no required format for grant applications. The following is provided as a suggested way to structure a proposal. Applicants should feel free to modify as they see fit. Proposals should be limited to four pages. Brevity is appreciated. Please refrain from using staples on any grant proposal material. 
1. Proposal Summary: A clear, concise statement of who you are, what you are asking for and         who will benefit. 

2. Introduction: A description of your organization, your goals, purpose and significant accomplishments. Include anything that will help build your organization's credibility. 
3. Problem Statement/Assessment of Need: What caused you to prepare this proposal? Do not describe your lack of money as a problem. All organizations need additional funds. What external problems will be solved/needs met if this grant is funded?
4. Goals and Objectives: Goals are broad statements. Objectives are specific, measurable outcomes. What goals and objectives will be achieved with this grant? These should directly relate to problem statement/assessment of need.
5. Evaluations: How will you tell if the project is successful? Evaluations should relate to goals and objectives.
6. Future Funding/Other Funds: How will this project be sustained in the future? Who else is funding this project?
7. Appendix: Include a copy of your IRS Determination Letter, an audited financial statement and a current financial report (if applicable). Include any other material you feel might be helpful. Only one copy of materials in Appendix is needed.
